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Curriculum Intent – Physical Education

The physical education curriculum at ALP trust is designed to provide all pupils with the knowledge and skills to become physically confident in a way that supports their health and fitness. 
Our learners experience a high quality curriculum that inspires them to succeed and excel in physically demanding activities and competitive sport. Our learners are encouraged to be ‘Healthy Citizens’, engaging in activities that build their character, support their physical and mental health as well as embedding the Core Values and Skills for Life. Pupils develop a sound knowledge of fundamental skills and are able to apply these skills into competitive situations as well as developing teamwork and collaboration.
The physical education curriculum is planned and sequenced so that new knowledge and skills build upon what has been taught before, working towards defined end-points in the form of a core task. Engaging activities provide a hook for each core task and there are close links with the extra-curricular programme on offer. Units of work allow pupils to learn about local, national and global individuals who provide an inspiration to others through their chosen sport. There is a clear focus on building subject specific vocabulary through the attached language plans. Subject knowledge is intertwined throughout the curriculum in order to promote the transfer of knowledge into long term memory in order to develop more confident and competent performers.
In EYFS and KS1 the curriculum focuses on fundamental skills which develops agility, balance and coordination and the application of these skills into a broad range of activities. There are opportunities built into the curriculum in order for learners to experience both competitive and cooperative physical activities in increasingly challenging situations. In KS2 the curriculum focuses on the application and development of a broader range of fundamental skills and using them in different ways in order to make actions and sequences of movement. There is a focus on communication and collaboration which allows learners to develop an understanding of how to improve, evaluate and recognise their own success and the success of others.
Sports Premium funding plays a vital role in enhancing the physical education provision across the ALP Trust. It is used strategically to enrich the curriculum, extend opportunities for physical activity, and provide access to high-quality equipment and coaching. This investment supports the development of pupils’ physical literacy, promotes active lifestyles, and ensures all learners, regardless of background or ability, have the chance to participate, compete, and thrive in sport and physical activity.

	ALP Play has continued to grow with great success, transforming our lunchtimes into an engaging, inclusive, and active part of the school day. Through a carefully designed range of spaces and activities, children are able to access high-quality, purposeful play that supports both physical development and social interaction.
Staff play a key role in creating a positive and active environment, facilitating structured and unstructured activities that promote movement, teamwork, and enjoyment. A growing focus on sport-specific and activity-based opportunities has enriched the provision, offering pupils the chance to develop skills and confidence through regular participation.
ALP Play is now a vital part of our school culture—supporting well-being, promoting active lifestyles, and ensuring every child has the opportunity to thrive through movement.

	Looking ahead, there is a clear opportunity to further upskill staff, empowering them to deliver sessions with a coaching-style approach. This will not only enhance the quality and consistency of the activities offered but also continue to raise expectations around physical literacy, resilience, and enjoyment of physical activity.

	We have established a strong and growing girls’ football provision across the school, offering a clear pathway from participation to leadership. Through a wide range of clubs, coaching sessions, and multiple school teams, we are creating an inclusive and empowering environment that encourages girls to engage with football at all levels.
Our teams regularly take part in local leagues, cup competitions, and both intra- and inter-school fixtures, giving pupils valuable experience in teamwork, competition, and sportsmanship. Girls are not only playing, but also taking on leadership roles—supporting peers, officiating games, and developing as young leaders in sport.
Looking ahead, we are exploring partnerships with local football teams and academies to help create a visible and achievable pathway for girls who wish to continue their development beyond school, whether recreationally or competitively.
This focused approach is helping to raise aspirations, challenge stereotypes, and embed girls’ football as a central part of our wider sporting offer.

	This year, we have strengthened our commitment to girls’ football through exciting new partnerships and coaching opportunities. We are proud to have partnered with local ladies' walking football coaches, providing positive female role models and a strong sense of community around the sport.
Looking ahead to the next season, we aim to further enhance the experience for our players by working with FA-trained coaches, supporting the girls’ teams as they prepare for a wide range of competitive fixtures and tournaments.
We are also thrilled that girls have been selected for County Trials, a fantastic achievement that reflects the growing strength and visibility of our girls’ football pathway. This recognition not only celebrates individual talent but also inspires younger pupils to engage with the sport and aim high.
These developments mark a significant step forward in our ambition to embed girls’ football at the heart of our school’s sporting culture—offering high-quality opportunities, aspirational pathways, and a commitment to equality in sport.

By embedding competitive sport into our wider PE and school culture, we aim to ensure that all children—regardless of ability—have the chance to experience the thrill of competition, celebrate success, and learn from challenge.
This ongoing commitment is shaping confident, motivated young people who value effort, sportsmanship, and team spirit in everything they do.

	

	Staff CPD 
	We are committed to building staff confidence and consistency in delivering high-quality physical activity across the school day. As part of this, we have begun targeted CPD through specific sports coach intervention, initially focusing on the PE lead and now expanding to include all staff involved in PE delivery.
This professional development is not only sport-specific but also centred around embedding strong routines, clear expectations, and structured active play. A key focus is on traditional playground games and active supervision strategies that create positive, engaging, and inclusive environments for all pupils during unstructured times such as lunch and break.
We are also supporting lunch staff and midday supervisors, providing guidance and tools to help them confidently lead activities, manage behaviour through play, and contribute to a culture of purposeful movement across the school.
This joined-up approach is helping to build a cohesive, whole-school ethos around physical activity, ensuring consistency in both curriculum and informal play provision.

	Swimming 
	This year, all Year 4 pupils have taken part in swimming lessons, ensuring every child has the opportunity to develop essential water safety skills and build confidence in and around the water.
Swimming is a vital life skill, and by offering access to structured, high-quality lessons during curriculum time, we are supporting pupils' physical development, resilience, and self-belief. The inclusive approach ensures that all children—regardless of prior experience—receive consistent instruction aligned with national curriculum expectations.
This early intervention also lays a strong foundation for pupils to progress towards meeting the national swimming and water safety standards by the end of Key Stage 2.
 
	Due to the unexpected closure of RISE, our local swimming provider, we were unfortunately unable to offer extensive top-up swimming sessions for Year 6 pupils this year. This has limited our ability to support some pupils in reaching the national swimming and water safety requirements by the end of Key Stage 2.
In response, we are taking proactive steps to ensure this gap is addressed moving forward. From next academic year, we plan to introduce a targeted top-up swimming programme for both Year 5 and Year 6, ensuring that pupils who have not yet met key benchmarks (such as swimming 25m, performing a safe self-rescue, or using a range of strokes) receive additional support.
We are also exploring alternative providers and facilities to ensure the sustainability of our swimming provision in the future, with the aim of securing reliable and consistent access to swimming for all pupils.

	This year, we’ve proudly established a thriving girls’ football set-up across the school, with opportunities stretching from club participation to leadership and competitive representation. Our commitment to raising the profile of girls in sport has resulted in an exceptional level of engagement and success.
We have:
· Won the Girls' League,
· Reached the Regional Finals, and
· Won the 5-a-side League,
demonstrating the strength, dedication, and talent within our teams.
We’ve entered multiple leagues, cups, and delivered a full calendar of intra- and inter-school competitions, ensuring all girls—regardless of experience—had a chance to participate and shine. A major highlight was our involvement in the National “Every Girl Plays” Day, where over 150 girls from our school took part in a celebration of football and empowerment through sport.

	Competitive Sports / Opportunity 
	Introducing more competitive sporting opportunities has had a hugely positive impact across the school. Children have shown an immense sense of pride when representing the school, with many speaking excitedly about their experiences. This increased exposure to competition has led to a noticeable rise in club participation, driven by a genuine desire from pupils to be involved and wear the school colours.
We have seen improvements not only in skill and teamwork, but also in confidence, resilience, and behaviour, particularly among those who previously disengaged from PE.
Moving forward, we aim to build on this momentum by broadening the range of competitions available and ensuring more pupils across all year groups have the chance to take part and feel that same pride.

We continue to prioritise swimming across the school and are actively working to ensure all pupils receive the necessary provision, including top-up sessions where needed.

	Our pupils accessed swimming lessons in Year 4 and then received top-up sessions in Year 5. This staggered approach was necessary due to scheduling limitations and our Year 6 pupils’ SATs commitments, which reduced available time for swimming. While access was impacted for some pupils, we are now fully re-established with regular swimming provision. Engagement and success rates are improving, and we continue to prioritise swimming across key stages to ensure all children meet the expected standards.
